UPCOMING BUS SCHEDULE CHANGES:UPCOMING BUS SCHEDULE CHANGES:
• SOUTHERN TIOGA:  Southern Tioga schools have a half day Monday,

Tuesday, and Wednesday of next week (Nov. 25th, 26th, & 27th).
◦ On Monday and Tuesday NCA has a full day of school, so the buses will

run as follows: 
▪ Liberty Bus (normally bus 661): The bus will pick up NCA students

as usual in the morning. After school, the buses will take any
Blossburg students to the Blossburg high school for parents to pick up at 2:40PM; 
then they will drop of the rest of the students at Liberty high school at 2:50. 

▪ BUS 20 WILL ONLY RUN IN THE MORNING BOTH DAYS.  Parents must arrange 
transportation home for their children both Monday and Tuesday.

◦ On Wednesday, Nov. 27th, both NCA and the Southern district have half-days.  ALL 
SOUTHERN DISTRICT BUSES will pick up students as usual in the morning; after school, 
they will pick up our students at school and drop them of as usual, but earlier.  The 
Liberty bus will pick up students from NCA at 12:20; bus 20 will pick them up at 
12:40.

• NORTHERN TIOGA: 
◦ On Monday and Tuesday there will be no changes in transportation. 
◦ On Wednesday, Nov. 27th, both NCA and the Northern district have half-days.  The 

buses will pick up students as usual in the morning; they will return to NCA at 11:20 to 
pick up students  and drop them of as usual.

• WELLSBORO:
◦ On Monday and Tuesday there are no changes in transportation. 
◦ On Wednesday, Nov. 27th, both NCA and the Wellsboro district have half-days.  The 

buses will pick up students as usual in the morning; they will return to NCA at 11:25 to 
pick up students  and drop them of as usual.
